Terre des hommes strengthened mother 
and child health by empowering local health 
workers, digitalising services and reinforcing 
health systems to better anticipate and 
respond to crises.

In Nangarhar province, a region 
where conflict and restrictions on 
women’s rights have made even 
basic healthcare a distant dream, 
Tdh’s teams brought lifesaving 
care to more than 100,000 mothers 
and newborns.

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Children and young people in migration
Terre des hommes promoted safety and 
long-term opportunities for children 
and young people on the move, 
supporting them across every stage 
of their migration journey. By fostering 
collaboration and advancing knowledge 
management, Tdh helped shape more 
protective responses to displacement.

Building futures for children on the move
In West and North Africa, poverty, conflict and natural disasters 
drive thousands of children and young people to migrate. Tdh and 
its partners involved more than 3,000 children and young people on 
the move in initiatives for the protection of their rights, their access 
to education and their socio-economic integration. In Guinea, young 
migrants such as Mariame participated in the Resilience Innovation 
Facility’s training in sewing.

Bangladesh: Better habits, better health

Tdh brings together refugee and Egyptian children through sports 
to promote social inclusion and environmental responsibility. 
Moaz, who initially feared being excluded due to his illness, found 
confidence and friendship. Trained coaches delivered 20 sessions 
to 400 children across Cairo. Children then launched their own 
initiatives like recycling and tree planting.

In Cox’s Bazar’s Rohingya refugee camps and host communities, 
families lived surrounded by waste, which contributed to frequent 
illnesses. Tdh has integrated plastic recycling into its activities.

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Terre des hommes continued its commitment to digital innovation and 
data-driven decision-making. Key achievements included advancements 
in digital health, artificial intelligence and data visualisation, reinforcing 
our role as a leader in leveraging technology for humanitarian impact. 

 
Mali: life-saving care in the face of impossible odds
In the conflict-ridden Ségou region, 
Nônô faced an unimaginable 
choice: risking her life to cross 
the River Niger for healthcare 
or staying home, knowing her 
children might not make it. She 
travelled 11km to the health 
centre, while being exposed to 
bullets and mines. Thanks to the 
innovative ALeDIA tool, which 
combines malnutrition screening 
with medical diagnosis and trains 
healthcare workers, Nônô’s 
20-month-old twin daughters 
received the care they needed. 

Information and communication  
technologies for development
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Watch this young 
girl’s story:

In Burkina Faso, a participatory approach placed children 
at the heart of evaluating humanitarian aid, inviting their 
opinions and feedback. More than 70 children aged 
14 to 17 took part in sessions on the children’s right 

to participate and humanitarian aid. They created a consultative 
board game that allows humanitarian organisations to gather direct 
feedback on the quality and effectiveness of aid.

Gaza crisis: safe spaces provide a haven

Ensuring accountability to children

Tdh’s teams provided mental health and 
psychosocial support to 60,900 children 
and caregivers in conflict-stricken Gaza 
and the West Bank. They also provided 
cash assistance to 2,700 families 
displaced in Gaza, enabling them to 
meet their most urgent needs, and 
established two safe learning spaces 
within shelters to help 740 children 
regain a sense of normality and 
continue their education.
